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OZET

Bir¢ok kuramci, sanayilesme ve kapitalist toplum iliskilerinin ortaya cikardigi kentlesme
sorunlart arasinda determinist bir iligki tanimlarken, kapitalizmin dogusunu, tarimin; zanaat
ve sanayi Uretiminin, pazarin ve mibadele degerinin karsisinda Onemini yitirmesi ile
aciklamaktadir. Kapitalist sistemin amaci iiretim siirecine aktarilan paranin/sermayenin
artarak kendine geri donmesini saglamaktir. Bu amac kapitalizmin tiim cografyalardaki ortak
egilimi olsa da, farkli cografyalarda ve farkli tarihsel kesitlerde farkli sonuglar dogurdugu
bilinmektedir. Bu c¢alismada da edebiyat ve sinemanin kent yasaminda gerceklesen toplumun
toplam yeniden iiretim siirecini agiklamada sagladig1 olanaklarin gosterilmesi amaglanmuistir.
Bu dogrultuda edebiyat ve sinema alanindaki eserlerde yasanan olaylarin gectigi zaman ve
mekanda kapitalist toplum iligkilerinin yansimalarimin izi siiriilmistiir. Boylece kapitalist
sistemin amacini gergeklestirmek iizere izledigi egilimin farkli zaman ve mekéanlarda ortaya
cikardigi farkli sonuglara vurgu yaparak kent caligmalarinda tarihsel-cografi baglamin
onemine dikkat ¢ekilmistir.

Bu dogrultuda edebiyat ve sinema alanindan secilen toplam 8 eser analiz edilmistir. S6z
konusu analiz, her bir eserde okunabilir olan tiretim iliskilerinin kapitalist sistemde gegirdigi
degisim siirecinde oraya ¢ikan; toplumun maddi yeniden {iretimi (1), iktidarin yeniden tiretimi
(i1) ve sembolik yeniden iiretim (iii) olmak iizere ii¢ kriter iizerinden yapilmistir. Bu kuramsal
analiz, eserlerde yer alan diyaloglardan alintilar ve gorseller ile desteklenmistir. Sonug olarak
calismada, kapitalizmin farkli bigimleri ve farkli aktorleri toplumun toplam yeniden iiretimi
ve bu lretim silirecinin kente yansimasi baglaminda degerlendirilmistir. Yapilan
degerlendirmeden sonra varilan nokta, karmasik sistemler olan toplumlarda siiregelen degisim
ve doniistimlerin, bir¢ok farkli dinamige bagli olarak sekillendigidir. Dolayisiyla, ele alinan
herhangi bir toplumsal gercekligin hangi toplumda, nerede, hangi tarihsel kesitte, hangi
kosullarda, neyin etkisiyle ortaya ciktiginin toplumbilim arastirmalarinda onemli bir yeri
vardir. Olaylar1 ve olgular1 anlamak, onlar1 belirli kuramsal gerceveleri ¢erisinde agiklamaya
caligmak, yalnizca o olgularin yasandigi toplumsal sistemin biitlinciil bir sekilde analiz
edilerek, ¢ok sayidaki iligskisel agin ardindaki nedenselligin kesfedilmesinden gecebilir.

LITERATURE AND CINEMA

ABSTRACT

Many theorists defines a deterministic relationship between industrialization and urbanization
problems caused by capitalist society relations. At the same time, they explains the emergence
of capitalism through the decline of agriculture against craft and industrial production, the
market and exchange value. The aim of the capitalist system is to increase the money / capital
transferred to the production process and to return it to itself. Although this aim is the
common tendency of capitalism in all geographies, it is known that it has different results in
different geographies and different historical sections. In this study, it is aimed to show the
opportunities provided by literature and cinema to explaining the total reproduction process of
the society that takes place in urban life. In this direction, the reflections of the capitalist
society relations were traced in the time and space of the cases in the works of literature and
cinema. Thus, the importance of the historical-geographical context in urban studies was
emphasized by emphasizing the different results of the tendency of the capitalist system to
realize its purpose in different times and spaces.

For this purpose, a total of 8 works have been selected from the fields of literature and cinema
were analyzed. This analysis is based on the production relations in the process of change in
the capitalist system. The criteria for analysis are material reproduction of society (i),
reproduction of power (ii) and symbolic reproduction (iii). This theoretical analysis has been
supported by quotations and visuals from the dialogues in the works. In conclusion, in the
study, different forms of capitalism and different actors have been evaluated in the context of
the total reproduction of society and the reflection of this production process on the city. The
point reached after the evaluation is that the ongoing changes and transformations in societies
with complex systems are shaped by many different dynamics. Therefore, the emergence of
any social reality in which society, where, in which historical cross-section, under what
conditions, and with what effect has an important place in sociological research.
Understanding events and phenomena, trying to explain them within certain theoretical
frameworks can only pass through a holistic analysis of the social system in which those
phenomena occur, and the discovery of the causality behind numerous relational networks.
